Motion by Farlinger to approve the consent agenda including minutes from the March 13, 2021 special meeting, and June 2, 2021 special and regular meetings, approval of list of bills, treasurer’s report, transfers and building permits (no building permits). Seconded by O’Neil. Roll Call Vote: Duncan, Farlinger, O’Neil, Morris and Whitehead. All Ayes. Motion Carried. 5-0.
Motion by Morris to approve the lease agreement with Solon Beef Days for the use of public property on July 15-19, 2021.  Seconded by O’Neil. All Ayes. Motion Carried 5-0.

Fire Department Report: Mayor Stange stated the Fire House project is getting closer to breaking ground. 

Public Works Director Report: Splashpad spray features installed, water leak on Windflower Lane and Nutriject working at sewer plant sludge digester.
Library Director Report: Robison installed new roof as phase 1 of roof project with solar arrays phase 2, thank you to Kris Richardson for taking library discard to cleanup day on June 12th, thanks to Public Works for outside cleanup for summer programs.  Library is open to public with 9-10 a.m. reserved for appointments.  Farlinger praised online summer reading program for teens. 
City Engineer Report: Windmill Part 8 is closer to final plat approval, GAW water line has been adding fill to ditch and flushing line, Bergamot project on hold until utilities are raised, North Trunk Sewer Project update includes large box placed at sewer plant. 
City Attorney Report: None

Johnson County Supervisor Pat Heiden: John Green sworn in today, 6/15/21, county has received first half of 29.3 million ARP funds which can be used for response to COVID-19, premium pay, water/sewer/broadband, and lost revenues. The County’s focus will be a three-prong approach: stabilize communities, strategize future prosperity and aligned resources.  A committee will consider public input from surveys and 6-8 listening posts.  
New Business:

Rasmussen reported an extension was requested and granted with the FY20 audit due by June 30, 2021. John Olson, owner of Kronlage and Olson firm that conducted an audit of the city’s FY20 finances was present via Zoom.  Olson reported a clean opinion, and all looked good. The audit includes preparation of financial statement based on cash basis accounting, a Management’s Discussion and Analysis prepared by city staff, notes of financial statements that provide more details information and required disclosures, budget to actual comparison, report of internal control compliance and schedule of findings. Building Inspector Contract VJ Engineering:

Steve Lee of VJ Engineering was present and has served as the building inspector in Solon since 2004 and is preparing to retire. Lee introduced Josh Beeh as his replacement in training and Lee spoke well of his work in Solon.  Motion by O’Neil to approve 2-year contact with VJ Engineering for building inspector services. Seconded by Farlinger.  Roll Call Vote:  Duncan, Farlinger, O’Neil, Morris and Whitehead. All Ayes. Motion Carried. 5-0.

Site Plan Review and Inspection Services V&K Engineering:
Rasmussen stated the site plan requirement was adopted last year for new residential building permits and the review process that was added to Assistant City Administrator/Public Works Director Kleppe duties temporarily with the intent to become part of building inspector review process.  Currently, VJ Engineering lacks local trained staff able to conduct the review and V&K Engineering is able to provide site plan review and inspections needed.
