Sewer Forgiveness Policy: Rasmussen stated the past years the policy stated the first owner of new residential construction needing to water sod was forgiven a portion of the sewer amount after an average of normal three month usage was used. With the increase of new construction it has become time consuming and complicated for City staff.  Staff has proposed to the utility committee a one time forgiveness of sewer in the amount of $250 on one months bill to the first time owner of new residential construction if the month they have chosen goes over a $250 amount. Kleppe helped write the new policy and the utility committee agreed to it. Motion by Gabriel to approve the new sewer forgiveness policy. Seconded by O’Neil. All Ayes. Motion 
Carried. 4-0.

IOWARN Iowa Water/Wastewater Agency Response Network: Kleppe informed Council this was an ongoing organization. It is mutual aid for water/wastewater and in helping local utilities with emergency incidents beyond what they could do.
