Also Present: City Administrator Cami Rasmussen, City Clerk Susie Siddell, City Attorney Kevin Olson, Public Works Director Scott Kleppe-Via Zoom and City Engineer Dave Schechinger.
Motion by Gabriel to approve the agenda.  Seconded by Duncan. All Ayes. Motion Carried. 5-0.    
CITIZEN SPEAK: None
Motion by Gabriel to approve the consent agenda including minutes from the October 4, 2023 regular City Council meeting, list of bills, treasurer’s report, and building permits.  Seconded by O’Neil.  Roll Call Vote: Duncan, Gabriel, Farlinger, O’Neil and Whitehead. All Ayes. Motion Carried. 5-0.
Event – Hackert Wedding Reception October 28, 2023. Alyx Nugent was present stated they would be having their wedding reception in the back of Quinn Hackert’s property at 418 Plum St.  Nugent stated Tori Hackert had not talked with the neighbors as he was not sure what he needed to do, but they did reach out to the Sheriff’s office. They will be busing people to the property so parking should not be an issue. Nugent stated the sheriff’s office stated they were not worried. Mayor Stange stated concerns of the many small children in the area. Duncan felt they should not start condoning as they have not before and would be starting something. Farlinger questioned if something like this has been approved before. Rasmussen stated they have approved Block Parties which included an entire area but not in a private gathering. Mayor Stange suggested Hackert’s should get the word out, flyers on the doors of neighbors and social media.  Council did not take action, if sheriff’s office is called for a loud noise complaint, they will need to do what the sheriff’s office states which could mean shutting the music down. 
Library Report: Farlinger stated the Radon Equipment has been installed, they are waiting for post testing to be done. 
City Engineer Report: Schechinger several people of the U of I went around and looked at different wastewater treatment plants, they had looked at Solon’s stating it is a constricted small space and going to a new plant would be good.

City Attorney Report: Olson stated they would be closing on the WWTP property Friday.
Johnson County Supervisor V Fixmer-Oraiz: Fixmer-Oraiz stated they have been working on some secondary road projects, there is quite a bit of road construction happening.

NEW BUSINESS:

Alley Sanitary Sewer Improvements Contract: Rasmussen stated construction should start in a week, there will be additional connection which will be a change order of $5600.  Schechinger stated they are planning to start work next week, they will need to shut down the north end of the street at that time. It will take approximately three weeks to a month to finish the project. Schechinger stated it will be a bit of a challenge as it is a tight space, they have had meetings with the business owners, Kleppe will talk with them on parking and trash pickup. Motion by Farlinger to approve the contract with Dave Schmitt Construction in the amount of $73,662.35. Seconded by O’Neil. All Ayes. Motion Carried. 5-0.
Herky on Parade: Rasmussen stated Herky is turning 75 this year and there will be a celebration. A committee planning a 2024 Herky on Parade in which there will be 75 Herky’s on display from May to August. They would like the Herky’s placed within walking distance, the City could either sponsor one or purchase a Herky. To purchase a Herky the cost would approximately be $5000 which the money goes towards the Iowa City Area Sports Commission for Youth Scholarships. Council discussed asking City groups if they would be interested in contributing to purchase of a Herky for the City of Solon.
Windmill Estates Park Escrow Reimbursement: Rasmussen stated Windmill Estates had to pay to the City the amount of $40,000 escrow for a playground. Kleppe stated everything is installed, Ryan Stebral had inspected and all was in order. Kleppe stated the warranty needed to be transferred to the City, the plastics are only under warranty for one year. Motion by Gabriel to approve reimbursing Windmill Properties the escrow amount of $40,000.00. Seconded by Farlinger. All Ayes. Motion Carried. 5-0.
